As far as possible, please keep the introduction comprehensible to scientists outside your particular field of research (Smith, 1976).

2. Literature review or Theory development 12pt 6pt [Style: ZP_Heading1]
In research article should be include a literature review, revealing all important authors dealing with the topic of the article.
In theoretical article should be include a very detailed literature review, revealing all important authors dealing with the topic of the article.
3. Research methodology 12pt 6pt [Style: ZP_Heading1]
Research article including goals, hypothesis and research methods. Provide sufficient detail to allow quantitative research to be replicated. Methods already published should be indicated by a reference: only relevant modifications should be described.
Theoretical article including goals, and research methods. Provide how the literature was selected to analysis. Methods of analysis should be de-scribed.

c) description of research limitations
d) suggestions for future research directions

Please use APA style for referring literature. For detailed guidelines visit: https://apastyle.apa.org/style-grammar-guidelines/references/examples. Please list all references in alphabetical order. Only references used in the text can be used. Use at least 4 references indexed in Web of Science!

Text: All citations in the text should refer to: 
1. Single author: the author's name (without initials, unless there is ambiguity) and the year of publication (Smith, 2017); 
2. Two authors: both authors' names and the year of publication, as demonstrated (Alan & Jones, 2010); but in the sentence: Alan and Jones (2010) proved …  
3. Three or more authors: first author's name followed by "et al." and the year of publication. Citations may be made directly (or parenthetically). Put semicolons (;) between multiple works cited.
